(Please read the rules below for requirements and deadlines.)
VAHA ARABIAN AND HALF‑ARABIAN FUTURITY PROGRAM RULES
   The VAHA Futurity is a program open to members of VAHA to fit and show foals of the four preceding years. Colts, geldings, fillies, and three‑year‑old and four‑year‑old performance horses will be shown in separate classes at a Virginia Show. Entries must be either sired by stallions or out of mares owned or leased by residents of Virginia who are members in good standing of VAHA. For the purpose of this Futurity, "members in good standing" are those members who have kept their VAHA memberships current and have NO OUTSTANDING DEBTS of any kind to VAHA. Non‑members who purchase Futurity entries may keep them eligible without joining VAHA by making the required payments during the year in which the animal is purchased. VAHA membership will be required in the following year to continue the animal's enrollment in the VAHA Futurity Program.
 
FOR FOALS OF 2012:
   Any member or members of VAHA who are in good standing may nominate mares whose foals are: 1) eligible for registration with THE ARABIAN HORSE REGISTRY OF AMERICA, or 2) eligible for registration with AHA as HALF‑ARABIANS or ANGLO‑ARABIANS and have one purebred Arabian parent, provided the mares are owned or leased legitimately by the VAHA member at the time of nomination. Mares are to be nominated no later than JANUARY 31, 2012, NO EXCEPTIONS. Nominations must be made on the proper form available from the Futurity Committee for this purpose and must be accompanied by a fee of $10.00 and proper proof of ownership or lease. NOMINATIONS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED POSTMARKED PAST THE JANUARY 31st DEADLINE. No mare may be substituted for one previously nominated. 

   Weanling nomination fee for the foal is $30.00 and is due NOVEMBER 1, 2012.
 
FOR FOALS OF 2011, 2010 & 2009: (Yearling, 2 & 3‑year‑old Halter Horses)
   Re-nomination payment for Halter must be made no later than MAY 1, 2012, and be accompanied by the proper form for this purpose available from the Futurity Committee. Re-nomination fee is $35.00 for Halter, and must accompany the form. If entered in Halter, dams of yearlings, two‑year‑olds and three‑year‑olds must have been nominated and all fees must have been paid from the previous years. 

FOR SPORT HORSE IN HAND ENTRIES (Foals of 2011, 2010 & 2009):
   To be eligible, each yearling, two-year-old & three-year-old must be the produce of a mare who was properly nominated to the 2011, 2010 or 2009 Futurity. Sport Horse In Hand entries must be nominated no later than MAY 1, 2012. Nominations must be accompanied by a fee of $35.00, and be sent with the appropriate form available from the Futurity Committee.
   Yearlings, two-year-olds & three-year-olds will be shown in the same class according to breed and sex. Classes offered Arabian Fillies/Mares, Arabian Colts/Stallions, Arabian Geldings, Half-Arabian Fillies/Mares, Half-Arabian Colts/Stallions/Geldings.

   NOTE: If an animal has been properly nominated, but payments for halter have not been kept current, the back payments for halter do not have to be paid. Only the current fees for Sport Horse In Hand classes need to be paid.
FOR FOALS OF 2009 & 2008: (3 & 4‑year‑old Performance Horses)
   To be eligible, each three‑year‑old or four‑year‑old must be the produce of a mare who was properly nominated to the 2009 or 2008 Futurity. Performance entries must be nominated no later than MAY 1, 2012. Nominations must be accompanied by a fee of $35.00 per class, and be sent with the appropriate form available from the Futurity Committee.
  Three-year-old and four-year-old Arabians and Half-Arabians will compete together. Classes offered are Hunter Pleasure, Western Pleasure, English/Country Pleasure and Sport Horse Under Saddle, and entries will be shown and judged as Junior Horses. Western Pleasure horses may be shown in a hackamore (bosal).  
   NOTE: If an animal has been properly nominated, but payments for halter have not been kept current, the back payments for halter do not have to be paid. Only the current fees for performance classes need to be paid.
 
LATE PAYMENTS:
   Those payments not postmarked on or before the due date will be accepted providing that: a) A $10.00 penalty fee is included with the late renewal payment; b) Renewal fee and penalty are postmarked by May 15 if you intend to show in the current year’s Futurity. These provisions do not apply to mare nominations. All Halter payments should be kept current. No foal will be considered unless the dam has been nominated by January 31st of the year of the foal's birth. 
  A foal will be ineligible to compete in future Halter classes should more than one payment due date pass without payment, but will still be eligible for Sport Horse In Hand and/or Performance providing the proper terms are met. Futurity payments are neither refundable nor trans​ferable. Make all payments, both eligibility and nominating, payable to "VAHA FUTURITY". 
 
         ELIGIBILITY TO COMPETE:
   All Futurity classes will be conducted and governed in accordance with the current USEF and AHA Rulebooks. See USEF Chapter AR for complete Arabian rules.
   All Futurity entries must be registered with their appropriate Registries, and a copy of registration papers showing proof of ownership MUST be furnished to the Secretary prior to showing. In the case of a sale or lease of a Futurity entry, it is required that a copy of the contract of the sale or lease, or a statement from the owner be submitted with the copy of registration papers.
   All Futurity entries must be paid for in advance (by MAY 15, 2012) to be eligible to compete in Futurity classes (with late fees if applicable). 
 
PRIZE MONEY:
   General administrative expenses will be deducted from the general funds before these funds are prorated among the various classes. Administrative costs will not exceed 10% of the total futurity fees collected. Mare nomination fees will be held for one year and paid back during the yearling year. Weanling nomination payments will be set aside and paid out in Halter classes as follows: 40% to yearlings; 30% to two‑year‑olds: 30% to three‑year‑old Halter horses. Furthermore, pay​backs will be divided proportionately according to sex of nominated horses in each year. Renewal fees paid during the yearling, two‑year‑old and three‑year‑old years will follow the sex of the foal nominated and will be added to the appropriate amount set aside during the weanling year. Prize money for each class will be distributed among the first five places percentage wise: 1st‑30%; 2nd‑25%; 3rd‑20%; 4th‑15%: 5th‑10%. In the event that animals actually shown in a class are fewer than five, then the remaining monies will be divided among those present and distributed as follows: Four entries - 34%, 28%, 22%, 16%; Three entries - 43%, 33%, 24%; Two entries - 60%, 40%; One entry - 100%. Thus, the Futurity account will be resolved for that season with no carryover of accounts. 
ADDED PRIZE MONEY

   Should available funds from other sources (such as VA Breeder’s Incentive Program, Southern States or sponsorships) be available, these monies will be added proportionately according to the actual number of entries shown in Futurity classes and paid out in the same percentages as stated above. 
 
ADMINISTRATION:
   The VAHA Futurity Program will be administered by a committee of no less than five members, appointed by the President of VAHA. All monies and accounts will be kept separate from VAHA but will be accountable to the Finance Committee of VAHA prior to the annual meeting. Neither VAHA nor the VAHA Futurity Committee will be responsible for disputes arising from changes in ownership of foals, and no VAHA Board member or Commit​tee member will be personally liable for any dispute arising from his/her association with the Futurity. The Committee will have the authority to modify rules and provisions, subject to the approval of the VAHA Board of Directors.
